It has been just a few months since we
published our wish list at the Unity’s :
Annual Meeting and again people have come forward with a
generous heart to gift us with two hand dryers, two new faucets
and a beautiful new banner for our entry way. We also are
grateful for the generosity in plants and labor donated for our
Unity grounds and Youth Ed gardens. A special thanks to Tim
Burgess for sharing his skills and time in digging the gardens
and installing hand dryers. The hand dryers are LEED certified
and will bring the church savings in paper towel purchases and
allow for richer forest growth because the denser and older the
trees, the greater the carbon absorption. Our church can be
very proud to be a part of this world wide effort. The report
indicated that the size of trees in a forest—rather than just the
area covered—needed to be taken into account in protecting
and planting forest growth. Higher density means world for-
ests are capturing more carbon.” according to the online journal
PLoS One. (Reuters, Yahoo News June 6, 2011)
